Do you know of old, historical Hiroshima? It started
during the days of the Sino-Japanese war, and served as
one of the most important military bases for the trans-
portation of soldiers and military supplies. The Akatsuki
corps was responlible for sending out many Korean young
people including “Juugunianfu” (comfort girls) to the
battle fields and islands. The Second General Headquarters
was set up in Hiroshima at the end of World War [, and
the city became a target for the Atomic bomb.

Hiroshima was brought back to life as a peace center
of the world and has continued repeating appeals for
the total abolition of nuclear weapons in the world,
but we should be ashamed of ourselves if we neglect
our responsibilities for war crimes and reparations.

Two years ago we began to search for name lists
of Koreans brought to Japan during the War and the
materials for military facilities. We found many maps
of underground military factories and facilities. We have
found many underground tunnels remain around Hiroshima
and  Kure. These tunnels and underground facilities
were dug and built by the forced labor of many
suffering  Koreans.

Now we are going to hold the Third Conference in
Hiroshima and hope you will witness these tunnels for
yourselves. We are looking forward to seeing you in
Hiroshima this summer and to opening the door of the
dark history of Modern Japan.
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
